Location The property is situated in the heart of the 
Devon Countryside in between Holsworthy Beacon and the self-
contained village of Bradworthy which caters well for its inhabitants 
with a good range of traditional and local shops, including a 
butchers, post office, general stores, etc. Other village amenities 
include a doctor's surgery, bowling green, garages, popular pub, 
social club, well supported village hall where many activities take 
place, and the particularly well respected Bradworthy Primary 
Academy with its Pre-School facilities. Neighbouring towns include 
the coastal resort of Bude with its safe sandy surfing beaches some 
10 miles, the port and market town of Bideford some 14 miles and 
the market town of Holsworthy with its Waitrose supermarket 
some 7 miles distant. The regional and North Devon centre of 
Barnstaple is some 23 miles whilst Okehampton and Dartmoor 
together with the A30 dual carriageway is some 20 miles. The 
Cathedral and University city of Exeter with its intercity rail and 
motorway links is some 40 miles. 
 

Directions From Holsworthy Proceed on the A388 
Bideford Road, and upon reaching Holsworthy Beacon turn left 
signed Sutcombe at the next junction turn left again and then bear 
right around a sharp bend and after about 200 yards upon reaching 
High Barrow Cross the entrance lane leading to “Hole Farm” is 
directly opposite name plaque clearly displayed. Proceed along this 
long stone/concrete lane right to the end, whereupon the property 
will be found.

A 
footpath runs across the top of the largest field to the 
north. The land is bordered by a mix of stock proof fencing 
and mature Devon Hedging. 
 

Outside - The property is approached via a long driveway 
giving access to a traditional central farmstead yard. The 
main house and cottages have their own enclosed formal 
gardens. 
 

Services - Mains electricity and water. The property uses 
a dual system of oil fired and Lpg gas fired central heating 
with two separate boilers.
